Authority 
• Province of Ontario to sponsor the 
introduction of a GTA-wide Smartcard fare 
collection system.  APTA is positioned to be a 
partner in the pilot roll-out likely to commence 
early in 2005. 
• APTA will be providing a direct Ajax/Pickering 
shuttle service to/from Durham College/UOIT 
commencing in September 2003, subsidized 
by the Region and UOIT. 
• APTA to introduce a new “flag bus” service 
for Pickering in September 2003.  This service 
will connect key destinations in Pickering (i.e. 
shopping, medical, seniors’ residences, 
recreation facilities). 
 

Highlights from the Planning & 
Development Department 
East Duffins Area:  Planning & Development 
staff continue to fine tune land use 
designations and policies and to establish 
development guidelines for the Duffin Heights 
Neighbourhood of the East Duffins Area.  A 
Report to Council was prepared for the April 
Planning Committee with revisions to the draft 
amendment and development guidelines. 
Growth Management Study:  The purpose of 
the study is, within the study area, to identify 

the Environmental System, the appropriate 
urban/rural boundary, land use and 
development concept, implementation 
strategies, detailed land uses, master 
environmental servicing plan, and 
neighbourhood development guidelines.  A 
Public Meeting was held on April 16, 2003.  
The Phase 1 report is to be available mid June 
2003.  The Phase 2 Public Meeting for 
urban/rural boundary and land use structure 
options anticipated for late June 2003. 
Oak Ridges Moraine:  Staff are in the process 
of preparing the Pickering Official Plan 
designations and policies and new zoning 
provisions to bring the City’s planning 
documents into conformity with the Oak Ridges 
Moraine Conservation Plan.  Meridian Planning 
Consultants have been retained, in conjunction 
with the Township of Scugog, Town of Whitby 
and City of Oshawa to undertake the required 
changes to the area municipal official plans 
and zoning by-laws.  A general Public Meeting 
was held on April 15th.  A Statutory Public 
Meeting is to be scheduled later this year.  
Staff reviewed a revised Regional Plan 
Amendment, which was adopted in March 
2003.  The Region supported most Pickering 
issues. 
Rouge Park Neighbourhood Study 
(Amendment 11 to the Pickering Official 
Plan OPA 02-001/P):  Official plan 
designations and policies that implement the 
study results have been prepared.  An 
amendment to the Official plan was adopted by 
Council on January 20, 2003, and approved by 
the Region on March 6, 2003.  The Decision 
was appealed by area landowners/residents. 
Hamlet of Greenwood: A Workshop to 
examine the broader growth issues was held 
on April 5, 2003.  A final workshop report is 
now available. 
Duffins Creek & Carruther’s Creek 
Watershed Studies:  Documents have been 
prepared by Toronto & Region Conservation 
Authority to establish a long-term management 
strategy for the Duffins and Carruther’s 
watersheds.  Task Force meetings are on-
going.  A revised management strategy was 
received March 2003 for municipal comment.  
A Report to Council is anticipated for June 
2003. 
Federal Airport Zoning:  Documents have 
been prepared by Transport Canada to 
establish long-term protection for the Pickering 
airport site.  Airport Zoning Regulations were 
published in the spring, with Public Meetings in 
Pickering on May 27th and May 31st, 2003.  A 
Report to Council is anticipated for June 2003. 
Seaton Land Exchange:  Planning staff have 
been monitoring the activities of the Ministry of 
Municipal Affairs and Housing on their proposal 
to exchange land in Seaton for development 
purposes, to protect other lands on the Oak 
Ridges Moraine in open space.

Highlights from Municipal Property & 
Engineering 
Concession 8 Road  In 2002 alignment 
improvements were undertaken on Concession 
8, east of Brock Road.  These works included 
major earthworks and grading to reduce the 
grade on the existing road to make it safer for 
people who use this road for access to their 
properties and for the City’s winter control 

operations.  This year this section of road will 
receive asphalt pavement to make the road 
more manageable during winter control 
operations and the boulevard and slope areas 
will be restored with plantings. 
Pickering Parkway  In 2003 Pickering 
Parkway, from Dreyber Court southerly and 
easterly to the Hydro corridor, will be 
rehabilitated.  The existing asphalt pavement 
will be removed; concrete repairs will be 
undertaken for the sidewalk and curb and 
gutter within the limits of construction.  New 
asphalt pavement will then be placed along 
with pavement markings. 
Audley Road  Audley Road is scheduled for 
improvements from Hwy. 7 southerly 
approximately 2 km to the Pickering/Ajax 
boundary.  This will include having the existing 
surface pulverized and placing additional 
granular material to strengthen the existing 
road base.  Drainage improvements will 
include the replacement of the existing 
culverts, where required, and additional 
ditching.  Upon completion of the preparation 
work Miller Paving Limited has been contracted 
to place a new top surface. 
Paddock Road  Paddock Road is scheduled 
for improvements from Hwy. 7 northerly to 
Concession 7 Road.  These will include 
excavation, gravel resurfacing and additional 
ditching for drainage improvements. 
Bulmer Bridge  This bridge was identified in 
2002 as a future rehabilitation project.  The 
consulting firm of Totten Sims Hubicki has 
been hired to carry out the detail design for 
rehabilitation works which are to be completed 
at a later date to be determined. 
Woodview Tot Lot  The Woodview Tot Lot 
was identified as a project under the City’s 
program for playground construction and the 
installation of new play equipment.  This will 
include the construction of a designated play 
area consisting of a concrete curb to delineate 
the play features and safety surface material.  
Asphalt pathways will be constructed along 
with concrete pads for the new bench and 
waste receptacles. 
Duffins Trail Development  In 2002 Duffins 
Trail Development was identified as a Parks 
project.  City staff have had preliminary 
meetings with the Toronto and Region 
Conservation Authority and Ontario Realty 
Corporation and staff from the Town of Ajax in 
the development of the alignment of the new 
trail.  City staff are currently working on the 
detail design and approvals for the trail.  Once 
these items have been resolved a tender will 
be called for the trail works which should see 
portions of this trail completed by the fall of 
2003. 
Highway 7 Illumination  The City will replace 
the lighting over the summer at the 
intersections at Kinsale Road, Balsam Road 
and Salem Road. 
Railway Crossing Gates  Approval is in place 
to install automatic signal warning gates at the 
CP Rail crossing on Townline Road north of 
Finch Ave.  This work is scheduled for 
installation this summer.  We are awaiting 
approval for funds from Transport Canada to 
install gates at the Rosebank Road crossing.  
Once both crossings are equipped with gates 
the City can pass an anti-whistling by-law to 
stop the sounding of train horns at these 
crossings.

Highlights from the Durham Regional Police 
Services 
Durham Regional Police Services (DRPS) has 
hired 45 new recruits in 2003, 30 of which are 
presently in training at the Ontario Police 
College (OPC).  Fifteen completed their 
training in April.  DRPS has also hired 20 
experienced police officers (primarily from 
other regions in the GTA).  In September 2003, 
another 20 new recruits are going to the OPC 
and another six experienced officers are 
anticipated.  This brings the complement of 
officers for Ajax Pickering to 145, up from 132 
in April of 2002. 
 

Central Lake Ontario Conservation 
Authority (CLOCA) – 2003 Highlights 
I was pleased to be re-elected to my sixth term 
as Chairman of the Central Lake Ontario 
Conservation Authority.  Some of the 
Authority’s initiatives are as follows: 
Conservation Areas – Heber Down, Lynde 
Shores, Enniskillen, Long Sault and Purple 
Woods are open for affordable summer fun.  
Check the Authority’s website at 
www.cloca.com to find information on trail 
maps, facilities and weather forecasts. 
Earth Keepers Environmental Day Camp – 
operating at Enniskillen C.A. in July and 
August, including programs for ages 5 – 12 
and a Counsellor-in-Training program for ages 
13 – 16.  Free bus pick-up/drop-off stops in 
Whitby, Bowmanville and Oshawa. 
Key Oak Ridges Moraine Property Secured 
by CLOCA – In December 2002, the Authority 
purchased 160 acres of environmentally 
sensitive land on the Oak Ridges Moraine, 
approximately 15 km southwest of Port Perry.  
The property provides prime habitat for wildlife 
along with corridors connecting to the Durham 
Region Forest, Chalk Lake Woods, Dagmar 
Forest and the Glen Major Forest Tract.  It is 
highly unusual to find a piece of well-forested 
property of this size within the GTA, and the 
Oak Ridges Moraine Conservation Plan 
recently designated the area as ‘Natural Core 
Area’.  Now the habitat will be protected and 
maintained for future generations. 
Groundwater Monitoring Wells Constructed 
– In 2002, four groundwater monitoring wells 
were constructed in CLOCA’s watershed to be 
part of the Provincial Groundwater Monitoring 
Network (PGMN), which will consist of 
monitoring approximately 400 wells across 
Ontario.  Each well will have its water levels 
monitored and Authority staff will collect water 
quality samples on a regular basis.  The data 
collected will provide local municipalities with 
accurate groundwater information on which to 
make informed land use planning decisions. 
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
